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About the Park

Experience the great outdoors no matter the season at
Rocky Mountain National Park in Colorado. The park is open
year-round and has some of the most scenic views in the
world. Escape the hustle and bustle of daily life and enjoy
the extensive trail system (355 mi, or 571 km) , make core
memories in overnight backpacking trips, and seek solitude
with \;vildlife watching or fishing (National Park Service,
2024d).

Designated as an international biosphere reserve by the
United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO), Rocky Mountain National Park is
home to many species of birds, butterflies, bears, moose, and
other animals, as well as 100+ exotic plant species, the
threatened wolvering, greenback cutthroat trout, and
Canada Lynx (National Park Service, 2024a).

The rugged terrain ranges in elevation from 7,600 feet (2316
m) to 14,259 feet (4346 m) and was carved by glaciers
thousands of years ago. Fresh water flows throughout the

park in several river systems and offers scenic views National
Park Service, 2024d).

Weather can change quickly and will vary throughout the
park. Make sure to dress in layers, check the weather
forecast before departing Stay up to date with trail
conditions and park alerts!
